Pray and ask God to fill you with the
Holy Spirit to give you even more energy and
enthusiasm to use for Him.

A stormy prayer

Think of something that makes you feel stormy and
angry inside.

If it is something that makes God angry too - Pray a
Justice thunder prayer asking God to make things right.

If it is something that God would not want you to be
angry about — Pray a make things brighter lightning
prayer asking God to help those involved to forgive
each other and make things right.

A rainbow prayer
The rainbow is a symbol of God’s
promises of hope — pray for all those
in the world who need hope and
comfort at the moment.
